Colonel Undsley To

National Chairman of American l 
glon Committee Will Make 

Address Today.

Colonel Henry D. Llndsley, chair­
man of the national executive commit­
tee, of the American Legion, will speak 
at the regular meeting at 4:30 In the 
Little Theatre today. This will be 
his only talk before the opening of 
the American Legion convention in 
Minneapolis, Monday, and he has been 
secured through the efforts of Dean 
Vance and N. T. Dowling, of the Law 
school, who are friends of the colonel.

Colonel Llndsley attended the of­
ficers’ training camp, at Plattsburg, 
where he was commissioned. He was 
called to Washington and asked to 
assist in organizing the overseas con­
tingent to handle war risk insurance 
matters. In this work he was asso­
ciated with Major Willard D. Straight, 
who was In command of the war con­
tingent, and went to France with him. 
That was late in the year 1917. In 
1918 Colonel Llndsley was advanced 
In rank and placed In command of the 
whole war rlgjt Insurance work In the 
A. E. F., Major Straight having mean­
while severed Bts connection with that 
particular work.

Decorated for Work.
He was awarded the distinguished 

service medal for his efficient conduct 
of the war risk Insurance work.

In December 1818, he returned to 
the United States and was again called 
upon by the treasury department to 
help in war risk Insurance matters, 
finally accepting the directorship of

The Student Council of the College 
of Agriculture, after a thorough in­
vestigation, found that Illegitimate 
electioneering had been practiced dur 
ing tbe recent Junior cUes election, 
and have declared the election void. 
A new election haa been called for 
November 10.

“There Is an All-University Council 
ruling which prohibits any electioneer­
ing In the building where the election 
is held on the day of such election,'' 
asserted C. B. Finley, president of the 
Student Council.

Several cases of alleged Illegal elec­
tioneering near the place of voting 
and at the polls were reported to the 
Student Council, which, upon investi­
gation, proved to be correot The 
council Immediately declared the elec­
tion void and proceeded to »et the 
date for the new election. This, how­
ever. has no reflection on the candi­
dates that were elected but on those 
who in some cases thoughtlessly ana 
in other cases purposely violated tbe 
ruling.

The Student Council wishes to urge 
the students to show more active In­
terest In college elections and to stand 
for and promote clean competitive 
electJOM."

Y. M. C. A. and Y. W. C. A. Will Hold 

Conference at Daa Moines In 
January.

Plans are already under way by the 
Y. M. C. A. and T. W. C. A. committee 
for the big international gathering of 
the Student Volunteer movement 
which Is to be held In Dee Moines the 
first of January. According to commit­
teemen, these conventions are held but 
once In a student generation, that la 
once in every four, years, the last 
gathering having been called In 1014 
at Kanaas City. At that mammoth 
convention 6,000 students from 800 col­
leges were In attendance and speakers 
of International repute addressed the 
assemblage.

The purpose Is to present to out­
standing college men and women from 
all parts of the world, the globe-wide 
problems and the contemporary growth 
of Christianity. The delegates will be 
made up of members of the student 
body and of the faculty. Including a 
small proportion of student volunteers. 
Contrary to a wide-spread notion that 
attendance la to he limited only to 
thoee choosing some form of Christian 
work, the enrollment is to be com­
pleted from students preparing to en­
ter all branches of Industry and pro­
fessions.

The University of Minnesota Is al­
lowed a representation of one student 
for every hundred on the Institution’s 
rolls. That means that 72 Minneso­
tans and a small number of faculty 
members will attend the convention. 
The committee has already started the 
selection of delegates and with approx­
imately two months to go, the local 
quota is practically guaranteed.
