FOR BUSINESS SCHOOL MATHEMATICS PROJECT

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Minneapolis --- The Ford Foundation, New York, today (Feb. 15) announced

a grant of $68,300 to the University of Minnesota school of business administration

for the establishment of an experimental summer program in modern mathematics and a

follow-up course in the application of mathematics to business problems.

Participating in the program, directed by Dean Paul V. Grambsch of the

University business school, will be approximately 40 faculty members and

doctoral candidates from the schools of business administration of the Universities

of Minnesota, Illinois and Wisconsin.

An eight-week course at the University during July and August will be devoted

to basic mathematics, Dean Grambsch stated. Follow-up courses on the application

of mathematics to business administration will be held weekly at the individual

universities during the remainder of the 1961-62 academic year. The Hinnesota

business school dean will direct and coordinate both series of classes.

"This is an experi."llental idea in coordinating mathematics and business

administration, II Dean Grambsch said. IlThe Ford Foundation is sponsoring three of

these institutes this year, with the Harvard university school of business

administration and the "lrJharton school, University of Pennsylvania, joining with

the University of Minnesota in the initial programs. II

Plans call for 15 representatives from the University school of business

administration and from 12 to 15 representatives from the business schools of

Illinois and Hisconsin to make up the initial enrollment, Dean Grambsch said.

The grant will cover faculty compensation, teaching materials, stipends and

travel expenses for participants, extra living allowances for participants from

outside the Twin Cities area and other related expenses incurred in connection with

the program. Announcements regarding University business school faculty, both as

instructors and as participants in the program, will be made soon, according to

Dean Grambsch.

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Minneapolis Clifford P. Archer, University of IvIinnesota education

professor, edited a new book, entitled "Improvement of Rural Life", published

recently by the National Education association's department of rural education.

The book deals with the role of community schools around the world in building

up living standards of the areas they serve while providing basic education for

children and adults.

Professor Archer has brought together accounts of how community schools have

functioned in many areas of the world---inc1uding the Philippine Islands, South

America, Israel, Egypt and Norway. He also has included reports on rural areas of

the United States where community schools have produced noticeable improvements in

the standard of living through special programs.

tlThe community school,ll according to Professor Archer, Ilis one which devotes

itself not merely to the formal education of its pupils, but also to the quality of

living of the people it serves. 1I

In underdeveloped countries, he said, schools have undertaken such problems as

the provision of food, clothing and shelter. In the southern United States,

community schools have been concerned with crop diversification or the beginnings

of industrialization.

Professor Archer, who is chairman of the NEA's committee on rural life and

education in the world scene, concludes in the book that there are many problems in

the United States with which a community school might be concerned---traffic and

home accidents, inadequate fire and police protection, overcrowded schools, water

shortages, juvenile delinquency caused by lack of adequate guidance and recreation

services and the need of handicapped children.

Sponsor of the lecture is the Minnesota chapter of the Society of Sigma Xi,

national organization for the encouragement of scientific research.

An experimental physicist whose research has centered on the properties of

molecules, atomic nuclei and nucleons, Professor Ramsey has been a professor of

physics at Harvard university since 1947.

"Then Harvard built its present cyclotron in 1949, Professor Ramsey became

chairman of the university's nuclear physics committee. He now serves on the

executive committee of the six-thousand-million-volt Cambridge electron accelerator

being built jointly by Harvard and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. It

will be the world's most powerful electron accelerator.

Before joining the Harvard faculty, Professor Ramsey helped to establish the

Brookhaven Laboratory for nuclear research and served as the first chairman of its

physics department.

At Harvard, Professor Ramsey has developed a new method of studying beams of

atoms and molecules, recently applied to the manufacture of the world's most precise

clocks, now with an accuracy of one part in ten thousand million. Currently, he is

developing a still newer technique which he hopes will lead to an even greater

accuracy.
During World War II Professor Ramsey led the group which developed magnetron

rada.r transmitteI6 at the Massachusetts Institute of Technolggy Radiation laboratory
and has developed the first of the now widely employed 3 centimeter radar systems.

Minneapolis --- Good management, not safety engineering alone, should

be the principal point of focus for stopping accidents in industry, a

University of Hinnesota institute was told Wednesday nlarch 1).

The speaker was Russell DeReamer, safety manager for international

Business Machines corporation, New York. DeReamer addressed a final-day

session of the eighth annual training institute in advanced safety engineering

at the Center for Continuation Study.

'We know that with proper and adequate managerial direction, teaching

and motivation, employes can work in environments filled with hazards without

accidents,:l DeReamer said. '!But lacking the magic ingredient called 'safety

awareness', which is best developed by managers, people can work in the

safest environment, and yet they will have numerous accidents. n

DeReamer said the engineering approach to safety alone would not

solve the problem of accident prevention.

1I0f course, based on knowledge of accident causes we should do our

best to fulfill requirements for a safe environment,1l he declared. But

obviously this fine state of affairs would be most difficult to achieve. In

small companies, the approach would be considered impractical---on some

operations---impossible."

DeReamer cited the extensive cost of making machines completely

accident-proof. The management approach, he asserted, not only would cost

less, but nit will work f:.

(MORE)
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DeR.eamer, who is the author of a book entitled :l}·iodern Safety Practices II ,

described the management oriented safety program at IBH.

Some of its features are:

(1) Management briefings on safety

(2) No safety o.ommittees

(3) No safety awards programs

(4) Managers' safety manual

(5) Giving managers the help they ask for

'lGood safety records will no longer respond to the efforts of one man

or a committee," DeReamer said in explaining the program. IlThe safety efforts

of every manager are required."

DeReamer said he was not against safety committees, posters and contests,

but warned that these "gimmicks may be used instead of manager responsibility".

"Attention is focused on the gimmick, not the objective to prevent

accidents. Foremen can duck their responsibility. II

DeReamer was one of five visiting speakers at the two-day training

institute, which explored recent concepts of responsibilities for safety and

new technical developments affecting safety engineering.

Professor Anderson came to the University in 1925 as the first director of the

Institute of Child Development, a position he resigned from in 1954, to devote more

time to research and parental education. Under Professor Anderson's direction, the

institute has completed more than 500 research projects on such subjects as develop-

ment of foster children, prediction of later mental status and the development of

skills. In addition, the institute trains future workers with children and

disseminates information about children to parents.

The lectureship was established to honor Professor Anderson IIfor his long and
brilliant career in child psychology", according to Professor Harold W. Stevenson,
director of the Institute of Child Development.

Professor Anderson has written numerous scientific and popular articles, and is
the author of liThe Psychology of Development and Personal Adjustment" and "Happy
Childhood~l as well as several other books.

READING CLINIC
OFFERED AT 'U'
DURING SUMMER

Minneapolis
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A summer remedial reading clinic will be held again

this year at the University of Minnesota psycho-educational clinic from June 14 to

August 18.

Devised to serve children of school age who are below capacity in reading

ability, instruction will be on an individual and small group basis. Sessions will

be held from 9 to 11 a.m. Monday through Friday for the 10-week period.

A limited number of pupils will be accepted for the first five-week term

(June 14-Ju1y 14) only, but preference will be given to those who can attend the

full 10-week period, according to Bruce Balow, clinic director. Vacation and summer

camp plans should be made so as not to interfere with the reading program, Balow

advised.
Children are admitted to the remedial reading program only after they have been

studied by the clinic staff and found to be suitable candidates. These complete

diagnostic studies require up to three half-days in the clinic and must be completed

before June 6, Balow explained. The charge for this full diagnostic review is $30.

If a child requires less than the three half-days of testing, the charge is reduced

accordingly. The tuition for the full 10-week period is $140 per child, plus the

charge for the diagnostic testing.

Parents interested in enrolling children in this clinic should make immediate

arrangements for a study of their child, according to Balow. Reports are developed

on each child's test results, behavior and progress during the diagnostic study and

the summer school. These reports are made to the school that each child attends

and are useful for the child's regular teacher.

An agency of the University's college of education, the clinic is operated as a
training program for graduate students preparing to enter the field of specialized
school service. In conjunction, it offers diagnostic, remedial and counseling
services to children and their parents.

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FOR HIGH SCHOOL SCIENCE, MATH TEACHERS

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Minneapolis The University of Minnesota this summer will oonduct three

National Scienoe Foundation institutes designed to strengthen the subject-matter

competence of high school science and mathematics teachers.

The institutes are financed by NSF grants totaling $147,400.

A lO-week institute for chemistry and physics teachers will be offered June 12

through August 18 on the Minneapolis campus. Eighty students are enrolled.

This institute, which has been conducted each year since 1956, will be

established this year as the first in a four-year sequence, according to Frank

Verbrugge, associate dean of the institute of technology, who will direct the stumner

institute. Course work will be arranged so that over a period of four Stumners, a

participant can satisfy the requirements for a teaching major in either chemistry or

phYsics and a teaching minor in the other subject.

Five, five-credit courses in chemistry, mathematics and physics will be

offered during the institute.

Because the succeeding institutes will be sequential in character, teachers in

the 1961 institute who show they can qualify for the level of work provided will

receive preferential consideration in succeeding years, according to Dean Verbrugge.

A six-weeks' course in radiation biology will be offered June 12 to July 22
under the direction of Dr. Francis A. Spurrell, University associate professor of
veterinary medicine. This institute will be sponsored jointly by the National Science
Foundation and the Atomic Energy Commission. Teachers participating will study the
effects of irradiation on living systems and the properties of radioisotopes.

The third institute will be basic instruction in field and laboratory biology,
with experience in biological research. It will be held June 12 to July 15 at the
Lake Itasca Forestry and Biological station under the direction of David W. French,
associate professor of plant pathology.

The University institutes are among 398 NSF-sponsored institutes scheduled this
stumner at universities and colleges throughout the nation. Financial assistance will
be provided under the grants to the University of Minnesota to a total of 122
teachers who have aJ?plied for the institutes. Maximum individual payment will be
$75 per week, plus $15 per dependent.
