that the Conference is to be ‘busted,’ 
but that some badly needed repairs, 
will be done.

EDITORIAL COMMENT.

Today marks the beginning of a 
new college year and we who have 
been here before come back with a 
deep feeling of gladness, greeting old 
friends and classmates with a joyful 
handshake and looking forward to 
another big year at Minnesota. We 
are glad to be back. Along with oth­
ers who have returned from paths of 
philosophical research or from wheel­
ing concrete or pitching bundles, we 
come from our stunmer's labor of 
helping “dad” mow the front lawn, 
ready to take up our active duties for 
another year.

Among others we are glad to help 
greet the freshmen and welcome 
them to Minnesota. We are not like I 
the crabbed old gentleman who had 
never been a boy. We can still re­
member when we were a freshman. 
We can remember the wonderful op­
portunities that opened before us 
with the beginning of our college ca­
reer. And again we can remember 
how advice was offered us. Most of 
it is forgotten, now. We ought say 
that all of it is forgotten except the 
admonition to work hard, especially 
during the first six or eight weeks.

It is no easy task to get started 
right in your college work. Freshmen 
come here from high schools where 
the personal element in the relations 
between faculty and student neces­
sarily enters more easily into their 
work than it would in a university 
like ours, and which in a university 
is often considered missing entirely. 
We repeat, the freshman is facing no 
mean task. And so, in offering our 
little bit along with the other ped­
dlers of adivee, we offer this; Make a 
good start and work hard. It is up 
to you to make good. Go to it.

Mr. Toulme said,
“Recent developments have shown 

that the settlement of the difficulties 
can be effected through the ordinary 
channels at Michigan or through the 
representatives of the Conference. 
Neither vyill compromise enough to 
effect a settlement—a thing that we 
fundamentally desire. There are some 
disputes between Michigan and the 
Conference, but both are working for 
the same end—the betterment of ama­
teur college sports. Both have made 
mistakes and both must compromise, 
if we are again to unite.

But to secure these necessary con­
cessions some apeal to different or; 
gauizations is necessary—possibly 
somebody that is free from the preju­
dices that come from being on the fir­
ing line.

I have a scheme I would like to 
submit for your consideration. The 
plan consists of an organized educa­
tional campaign by the college paper 
of each Conference university and 
Michigan, asking the Regents (or the 
final governing body of the univer­
sity) to appoint a representative 
from their own numiber to confer with 
representatives appointed by the oth­
er Conference Universities and Mich­
igan, to effect a settlement of the 
athletic situation. This does not mean
