Wallace Notestedn, professor of 
history *t the university, has accepted 
the position of professor of history at 
Cornell university, offered him by the 
board of trustees of that institution at 
their last meeting. Professor Note- 
stein will leave Minnesota In June 
and will take up his new duties at 
Cornell in the fall.

The reason for his going was not 
the additional financial inducement of 
the new poaition, but rather that less| 
time for class work would be required, 
allowing him more time in which to 
indulge in research and study. Pro­
fessor Noteetein said yesterday.

Cams tp Minnesota in 1908.
Dr. Notesteln was born at Wooster, 

Ohio, December 18, 1879, and is the 
son of J. O. Notesteln, professor of 
Latin in Wooster college, and a 
nephew of Professor Jahnes Wallace, 
of Macalester He took his B. A. de-’ 
gree at Wooeter college in 1900, hris 
M. A. at Yale in ’903, and his Ph. D. 
at Yale In 1908. During 1906-07 he 
taught English history at the Univer­
sity of Kansas and came to Minnesota 
in the autumn of 1908 as instructor in 
history. He became assistant profes­
sor in 1910, associate professor in 
1914 and professor in 1917.

During the war Professor Notesteln 
was at first connected with the com­
mittee on public information as re­
search assistant and from there went 
in December of 1917 to the “Inqtilry” 
of the state department, an organiza­
tion formed by Colonel House, to pre­
pare the material for the American 
peace commissioners. He was taken 
to Paris as one of the American ex­
perts during the peace negotiations 
and served there ss chief of the di­
vision on the subject of Germany He 
has taught modern English history 
at the University of Minnesota, and 
has published the following books: 
A History of English Witchcraft, 
Bourse Problems in English History 
(with A. B. White), Conquest and Kul- 
tur (with E. E. Stoll), and hag written 
articles and reviews for the American 
Historical Review, the Political Sci­
ence Quarterly, 'History," the His­
torical Outlook, the Yale Review, and 
the Atlantic Monthly.

Dean Wulling Declines Offer.
RefuesJ of the offer made by an 

eastern chemical manufacturer for the 
services of Dean F. J. Wulling. head 
of the college of pharmacy, was ex­
plained yesterday In a letter received 
from Dr. Wulling:

‘1 have Just refused the offer,’" 
stated tlie dean. "Some of my busi­
ness friends think I have made a mis­
take. From my standpoint, however, 
the only advantage of the offered posi­
tion is the considerably larger salary 
it carries. For any sum of money 
alone, .however, I could not enter 
fields in which I could not do work 
that I would regard at least as equiv­
alent and parallel to the kind of work 
I am now doing.

Life Work Here.
"Without equal opportunities for 

affirmative work and services I could 
not give up what has so far been my 
life work here at the university, where 
I have had and hope to continue to 
have opportunities for constructive 
work for my calling and for myself. 
Next to my family, the college of phar­
macy, with which I have been so in­
timately connected for almost 38 years 
has my heart and paramount interest."

’The teaching protesaion is pre-em­
inently a social service and we must 
not focus too much attention on bow 
to get a living." Dr. Henry Suxiolia, 
president of the University of Wash­
ington, told students and faculty of 
the college of education at the first 
of a series of five lectures on teaching, 
in the Little Theatre yesterday after­
noon. The other lectures of the ser­
ies will be given one each day during 
the week and will constitute a short 
course in education offered by the col­
lege of education.

There are four standards for the 
teaching profession, social service, 
ethical co-operation, expert service 
and a dealing with fundamental human 
interests, according to Dr. Buxxallo.

"We are becoming too profeaeional- 
ited. We must not focus too much 
attention on how to get s living," Dr. 
Suisallo said. "In every profession 
we are dealing with such funda­
mental human interests that no maa. 
has the right to ^iter the professioa 
unless he is wilting to count the 
chance of constant changes in that 
profession.”

Demands Crushing Education. 
"New demands, social and economic, 

are crushing the profeesion of eduesr- 
tlon in America," said Dr. Buxxallo, 
yesterday, on his arrival in Minne­
apolis. “Unlees economic remunera­
tion la provided in proportion to the 
recent demand*—and at once—the In­
stitution of education will be wholly 
destroyed"

The recruiting of the right kind of 
people into educational work was 
characterised by Dr. Suxxsllo ss of 
fundamental importance to the nations 
He stated that It could not be done 
unless salaries sufficient to meet tha 
bare economic needs of Instructors 
sre furnished -

Salary, according to Dr. Suzzallo, Is 
the roost pressing need of the profes­
sion, Tor a professor must receive 
enough pay to eliminate financial wor­
ries. which are distracting and weak­
ening to the entire Institution of edu­
cation.

“The committee, which has drawn up the proposed constitu- 
tion for the Student Counoil of the university met yesterday and 
voted that the women should have the right of representation -on 
the council. In the find'place no very goo<f reason oould be found 
why they should not have •representation, and the only way to give 
it to them wa« to change the constitution and put them on 411 
equal bask with the men."

A council pretending to represent all the students is only a 
pretense il it excludes any of the student body, and so fails in one 
of its essentials. It is undemocratic if it disqualifies any pert yf 
its memberahip from representation. The w(omen believe they can 
represent themselves better than they can be represented by men.

“The only theory which might be advanced in favor of keep­
ing the women from the council would be that women students 
are not as interested in university affairs as the men, or are not 
as competent to sit in deliberation over matters affecting these 
affairs. In the light shed by the history of student enterprises, this 
should have little weight.

“It is possible that Minnesota is the only university which 
will have, women on its student council. But it should be a matter 
of pride to the University of Minnesota that itfc students are cour­
teous enough and broad-minded enough to recognize that everyone 
in college is on the same plane. It should be a matter of pride 
that the ridiculous and childish distinction between men and wo­
men which is said to be increasing in other co-educational institu­
tions, has no place at Minneeota.” '
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LET’S PLAY POLITIOS.
The university national nominating convention will be a great 

cfcance for playing politics. It will be then that the born politi­
cian whose machinations in class elections. Gopher elections, and such 
events, are so frowned upon, will come into his own. Not only 
that, but those who never have played politics will join in the 
game. We think that when the time of the convention rolls around 
the man or woman on the campus who isn’t playing politics will 
be lost among the rest of us.

If there was anything needed to bring this fact 
home to the university community, the offer made Dean Wulling 
by an eastern corporation filled that need. Offered a salary double 
hie present one, it would have been only human nature for the 
Dean to accept this offer. A member of the faculty, like other men, 
needs money on which to live, and if he has a family, he must sup­
port it just as other men must. The university was naturally an­
xious lest it lose the man who had served it for 28 years, but 
there was nothing that could be 'done. The regents held a meet­
ing, but they could not vote him money they did not have. When 
informed of their decision, Dean Wulling remarked that he didn’t 
aee how they could have done otherwise under the circumstances.

After long consideration of the offer Dr. Wulling has now 
turned it down saying that hk paramount interest next to his 
family was with the College of Pharraa'cy, and that, for money 
alone, he could not enter fields in which he felt his services would 
be less useful than here at the university. We hope that he will 
never have cause to regret thk decision and that he may find in the 
eatkfaction of service rendered, some little compensaition for the 
sacrifice that -he has made. *

The incident will not be without its good results, if it in­
creases our determination to see to it that a teacher gets a financial 
reward somewhat commensurate with the service he renders.

This Includes the 
women, too, for without them frankly 
this campus would not be the attrac­
tive, inspiring wholeeome “place to 
live In that His. Nothing worth while 
goes on. bdt what they are doing all 
of their share and then some There 
is every reason to believe that they 
will help to put the crew on Its feet, 
too.

Thebe are dozens of worth while 
things lacking support because mem­
bers of committees leave everything 
to the chairmen, who \onseguent ly 
either haven’t time to do both their 
school and their committee work, right 
or else lose Interest because of the 
fAJlure of others to stand by. Why 
may not each student, especially each 
man >>f the upper claases select some­
one activity, outside of his lessons and 
his fraternity life, to do real, con­
structive work on?

Early Dally publications will contain 
tbe varsity crew "dope," first hand, 
from the man beet qualified to direct 
our plane. Let's read, learn, and 
"booet" unreservedly this possibility 
for a bigger, better Minnesota!
