The council took im­
portant exceptions, however, to the 
recommendations of the Women’s 
Athletic Association regarding what 
athletic activity should constitute the' 
basis for the awarding of the school 
insignia. The Council took the styid 
that the rules governing the winning 
of a letter should be less lax and more 
exacting in their nature. It was 
thought that letters should only be 
awarded in those instances where ac­
tual competition for places on win­
ning teams had occurred, and that 
mere participation in women’s sports 
should not bring the coveted letter.
