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PRESIDENT OF DARTMOUTH 
ADDRESSES CHAPEL BOERS

Gives Some Good Advice on “Oppor­
tunity”—Is An Author of Note 

and Prominent Physicist.

Dr. Ernest F. Nichols, president of 
Dartmouth College, spoke before the 
University students in chapel yester­
day morning. President Nichols is 
himself a Kansan, although the 
head of an eastern institution, and 
he evinced the greatest interest in the 

. west and its colleges.
“Opportunity, and especially the 

opportunity of the west,” was trie 
subject of his .talk. “Eastern men 
are keenly aware of the opportunities 
of . the west,” said Dr, Nichols, “afid 
ihere is a steadily increasing exodus 
of eastern college men from the east 
to the west.”
“The west is a great country for edu­

cational opportunities. It is the duty 
and privilege of colleges to train 
men for tomorrow not only for to­
day,” he said, and continued to talk 
for a few minutes on the importance 
of small opportunities, which are “al­
ways at Our elbows from the cradle 
to the grave,”, and of the serious mis­
take made in many lives of neglecting 
the srrtall and waiting for the large 
opportunities.

Dr. Nichols is one of the three or 
four best known physicists in the 
United States. He was born in Kan­
sas, beginning his university career 
at the Kansas Agricultural College. 
After completing his course there, he 
went to Cornell University, where he 

' received his doctor’s degree, and lat­
er taught physics for1 two years at 
Colgate, after which he left for sev­
eral years study at the University of 
Berlin.

On his return from Germany, he 
went to Dartmouth as a professor, 
then to Columbia, and finally re­
turned to Dartmouth as president.

President Nichols has written sev­
eral authoritative books on physics.

Western track men seem to be un­
der the bane 01 an “evil eye," this 
year, the distance men seeming to 
suffer most. First the "hoodoo ap 
peared at Chicago, where Comstock, 
Chicago's crack miler, was deter­
mined by physicians to be unable to 
run the coming season, beca’usq of en­
largement Of his heart. Next, Indiana 
was the unfortunate institution, when 
Weybright, star distance man, suc­
cumbed to pneumonia last week. --

Now the hard luck has determined 
to locate at Minnesota. “Long Jawn" 
Connelly, two miler and cross-coun­
try star is being troubled by his heart, 
and seems to think that unless he is 
exceedingly careful his running days 
will be over. Connelly, took second 
place in the two mile at the western 
conference meet last spring, the first 
big race in which he had ever been 
entered. He is probably the most 
consistent trainer and the hardest 
worker on the squad. Coach Grant 
was sure that he would take down the 
big money at Urbana in the spring.

Not only has Connelly been hard 
hit, but also “Slim” Tydeman, cross 
country' champion of the University. 
Tydeman injured his ankle in the 
cross country at Chicago, November 
20th, and since then he has been un­
able to train with the rest of the 
squad. Tydeman was initiated into 
the running game at Beloit College, 
Wisconsin, and has a wealth of exper­
ience on the track that perhaps no 
other man on the squad possesses.

Should the injuries to these men 
prove merely temporary, Minnesota 
will have next spring a pair of two- 
milers who should be without equals 
in the west.

For several weeks past, local news­
papers have been full of articles sent 

out by Chicago and Ann 
Minnesota Arbor scribes concern-
and the ing the football rela- 

Conference. tions of Chicago, Mich­
igan and Minnesota for 

the, coming year. One such report, 
purporting to come from Coach Stagg 
reads in part as follows:

"Coach Siagg yesterday announced 
that he had made no attempts to get 
an understanding for a game with the 
Gophers. The coach has neglected his 
opportunity to sound Minnesota on a 
battle, and members of the faculty ad­
mitted that they were against such 
action until they decide on the stand­
ing of the Gophers at a special meet­
ing of the board.”

As a matter of fact, negotiations 
for a game have been on for some 
time between Minnesota and Chicago, 
but as the faculties have to pass the 
schedules, nothing has been made 
public, president Judson of Chicago 
has gone so far as to write here say­
ing there is no truth in the newspa­
per accounts and professing great 
friendship for Minnesota.

Before Minnesota scheduled a game 
with Michigan, Wisconsin and Chica­
go were asked (as they held places 
on,the Minnesota schedule) if they had 
any'objections, provided the game 
was played under conference rules. 
Both universities refused to object to 
the game and a two year contract 
»vas made.

The objections now coming from 
Chicago have their origin in the fact 
that Michigan did not live up to her 
agreement to play under conference 
rules. Michigan has admitted that 
she broke her contract in three ways; 
viz., by playing at least two ineligi­
ble men—Miller and Watkins, and by 
keeping the training table.

In a circular letter written during 
the holidays, the Michigan authorities 
stated that Joy Miller was not eligi­
ble at the time he played in the Min­
nesota game, but stated that Watkins 
was eligible as the conference had 
passed a rule stating ‘‘that a six year 
man would not become ineligible by- 
taking his first degree at the end of 
four years.”

Art investigation shows that this 
rule passed the board, but upon ref­
erence to the faculties was reinsert 
by Chicago and never re-passed by a 
two-thirds, vote. Clearly then, Wat 
kins was ineligible as he has one 
Michigan degree.

Charges have also arisen in Chicago 
that Smith has wrestled for money 
and thps become professionalized. 
The charge-is made that Smith wrest­
le 1 Frank Gotch in Iowa some time 
ago. Smith of course, denies the 
charge. Gotch is in this city today 
and an effort will he made to see him 
and ascertain if the statements cred- 
’ted trv him by Chicago stories are 
true.

Minnesota has good cause to break 
the Michigan contract it she wishes, 
hut does not intend to be .forced'. 
Such an action would at once force 

' Michigan into the conference as the 
Ann Arbor treasury- needs receipts

from a big game. Minnesota is the 
only one to play as Wisconsin will 
not play Michigan, unless in the con­
ference, and Michigan will not play 
Chicago because Chicago once broke 
a contract with the Wolverines.

Two courses are open to Minneso­
ta. The Gophers can break the Mich­
igan contract, and force the Wolver­
ines into the conference in order to 
play Wisconsin, and be content with 
two big games; or they can keep quiet 
for the present and let Chicago and 
Michigan talk themselves out.

Mucherism.

The speech of one man at a foot­
ball mass meeting this fall aroused a 
sentiment that abolished muckerism 
at ensuing,^football games. It was a 
good movement. Now is the time to 
give it further impetus.

Basketball is the sport of the hour. 
Minnesota has a squad of hard work­
ing, brilliant athletes; better than 
that, they are gentlemen. The teams 
they play are composed of gentle­
men, and the officials of the gatmes 
are the same. The spectators owe<* 
courteous treatment to these men.

In the past this treatment has oftfen 
been lacking. An unpopular decision 
or a seemingly rough play has been 
greeted with hisses. A sad commen­
tary on the gentlemanly nature of 
the students! No good is accomp­
lished by such evidence of disapprov-

CONSTITUTION OF THE
SCANDINAVIAN SOCIETY.

Article I.
Name. .This society shall be called 

“The Scandinavian Society of the 
University of Minnesota.”

Article II.

Aim. .Its aim shall be to foster 
good fellowship and promote culture 
among the Scandinavian students of 
the University, by keeping alive in 
their minds the best things they have 
inherited from their parent countries.

Article III.
Officers. Section I. .The officers 

shall consist of a president, vice-pres­
ident, secretary, treasurer, and ser­
geant-at-arms whose duties shall be 
such as usually pertain to them in 
similar organizations.
..Section 2. .These o cers shall con­
stitute a board of directors and a 
nominating committee.

Section 3. It shall further be the 
duty of these officers to appoint the 
following standing committees and to 
define their powers; viz., a musical 
director, program committee, 3 mem­
bers; finance committee,' 3 members; 
membership and reception committee,

8 members; refreshment committee, 
3 members; advertising committee, 3 
members; committee on patrons, 5 
members; two dramatic committees, 
one Dutch and one,Swedish, 5 mem 
hers each; and such other special 
committees as may be necessary from 
time to time.

Section 4. The officers shall be 
elected at the first meeting of the cal­
endar year;, shall serve for one year 
only, and shall not be eligible for re- 
election. ,

Article IV.
Meetings. .The society shall have 

nine regular meetings a year, one to 
be held each month or whenever the 
program committee shall see fit. The 
president shall have power to call 
special meetings of the society^

Article V.
Membership. .Any member of the 

University of Minnesota, recommend­
ed by the membership committee and 
elected by a majority of the members 
present and voting at any meeting, 
may become a member of the society.

Article VI.
Quorum. One third of the mem­

bers in good standing shall constitute 
a quorum.

Article VII.
Amendments. . Amendments may be 

made to this constitu’tidn when sub­
mitted in written form to the secre­
tary at a previous meeting and passed 
by two thirds of the members present 
and voting.

BY-LAWS.
Article I.

Dues. .The dues shall be twenty- 
five cents a semester, payable at or 
before the second regular meeting.

Article II.
Language. .The English language 

shall be used in business meetings; 
but the Scandinavian languages shall 
be used as much as possible in the 
programs.
