A COMMUNICATION

Editor Minnesota Dailj,
Dear Sir: I believe that the students 

have just cause for complaint against 
the football management in their dispo­
sition of tickets for the Wisconsin game. 
Tickets are placed on sale at the Book 
store and at Ecklund & Buck’s for the 
benefit of the students; they are for sals 
at several places in the city and in St. 
Paul for the convenience of other people. 
It seems to me reasonable to suppose 
that the students should have, at the 
least, an even chance with the outsiders. 
That is, that the seats offered the stu­
dents should be as desirable as those 
sent over to town. In fact, Ecklund & 
Buck and the Book Store together, had 
two hundred seats along the extreme 
rear of the grand stand and two hun­
dred seats in the bleachers opposite. All 
of the best seats were sent to St. Paul 
and Minneapolis distributors and have 
been sold.

All this must be cleYer financial man­
agement, but it surely indicates little 
consideration for the student body. I 
may be wrong, but it seems to me that* 
our athletics are primarily a concern of 
the students, and that the men and 
women who consistently and loyally 
support the team should not be disre­
garded for the sake of those who will 
come out for one or two big games and 
then jeer at the team if it should lose.

Whatever may have been the purpose 
of the management, the fact remains 
that the students must take undesirable 
and scattered seats next Saturday, and 
concentrated rooting as well as the in­
dividual enthusiasm must suffer because 
of this error.

I am one of hundred of students who 
have never, during their college courses, 
missed a football game or failed to sup­
port the athletics of Minnesota in every 
possible way, and I do protest in behalf 
of every student who has done his full 
duty to the management, that the man­
agement, our representatives, show at 
least as much consideration to us as to 
the public beyond the campus.
