The Annual Concert of the University Man= 
dolin and Glee Clubs last Night was 

a Success in Every Way
The performance of the Glee and 

Mandolin clubs at the Lyceum last night 
proved a success beyond the expectations 
of the most sanguine admirers. It was 
a grand display of musical talent, and 
as the crowded throng filed through the 
doorways, after the last number of the 
program was ended everybody was in­
dulging in the most complimentary re­
marks. The most conservative could 
be heard saying, “Wasn’t it grand?” 
“Did you ever hear such melodious 
voices?” “And how those players did 
play!” The more partial, indiscriminate­
ly, threw “comp.” and remarked how 
swell Mr. -------- looked, and how fun­
ny Mr. -------- played. One charming
cto-ed said some nice things about 
Brown’s sweet smile, but space will not 
allow individual boquets.

Shortly after 8:15 the Mandolin club 
received the hearty applause of a 
crowded house, and at once began to 
play that great piece of Sousa’s, “The 
Stars and Stripes Forever.” The mar­
tial air seemed to awake every slumber­
ing soul to patriotism. When the “Mul­
ligan Musketeers” was rendered by the 
Glee club, both clubs had won the ad­
miration of the audence. The third 
number by the Mandoln club was highly 
applauded by the hearers. It proved to 
be the daintiest and prettiest piece of 
the evening. The Glee club rendered 
the Swabian Love Song wuth melody 
unsurpassable. The mandolin solo by 
Robertson, the director of the Mandolin 
club, showed expert traininig and the 
severest critic could not be justified in 
any remarks other than the most con­
gratulatory. The “Student’s Song” won 
merited applause. C. S. Bucks baritone 
voice created its due effect. The “Win­

ter’s Song” was sung by boys lounging 
about as in a student’s room, the stage 
decorations adding to its effect. Percy 
Sanders responded to the encore with 
“We are All Good Fellows.”

Walter Brown heartily encored after 
the “Gypsy Love Song,” and rendered 
“The Cannibal King.” The violin solo, 
by Mr. Cragg Walston, was one of the 
richest numbers on the program.

The “College Medley” through the 
variety of the composition was happily 
received, and applauded. The closing 
piece, i o the U. of M.t made a pleas­
ing finale, and if the applause was any 
criterion of desire, no one was yet will­
ing to go home. The event will always 
recall the most pleasing remembrances. 
The students should be proud of such 
representation. Wherever those two 
organizations go, the University will be 
-honored.

The theater was richly decorated in 
maroon and gold and the stage was 
fitted up as a college student’s room.

While the audience was largely com­
posed of University people it contained 
many of the society people of the city 
and its size and enthusiasm was per­
haps thf best compliment possible to the 
two clubs representing the musical in­
terests of the University.

BROWER’S BILL DEFEATED

Senator Brower’s bill taking the state 
university and normal schools from 
the authority of the board of control 
was turned down yesterday afternoon. 
The committee on reception of bills re­
ported it adversely, and the motion to 
amend this report made just before the 
noon recess was lost—28 to 25. At the 
afternoori session this vote was recon­
sidered, and when the^amendment was 
again put the roll call showed thirty 
ayes, thirty-one nays. Senator Ives was 
absent. Senator Young, who was in a 
committee room, did not vote. Both 
hvored the bill and had they vpted 
it would have had a chance.

A most pleasant and delightful, pro­
gram of Russian music was rendered in 
chapel yesterday by Prof. Zaichenko 
and his choir from the Russian Acade­
my in this city. This little organiza­
tion of small boys and girls is a won­
derful one, and the charming music 
which was rendered by these children 
showed thorough preparation and prac­
tice. The clear, sweet voices were 
heard to good advantage in the first se­
lection, namely the Russian hymn. 
Prof. Zaichenko preceded the vocal pro­
gram by selections on the piano, en­
titled “Grand Russian March,” and 
“Russian Dance.” The professor is 
one of the wrell known Russian musi­
cians in the city and is a graduate of 
the conservatory of Moscow.

IMPORTANT CHANGE

At the recent meeting of the Board 
of Regents, the course in the College 
of Dentistry was extended from three 
to four years, commencing with the ses­
sion of 1903-4.

The entrance qualifications were also 
somewhat modified. In addition to those 
of Dental Faculties, a credit in manual 
training will be exacted ; failing to have 
the latter, an examination, or test will 
be required to determine whether the 
matriculate possesses sufficient mechani­
cal ability to warrant his taking up 
the study in this college.

-• The fourth lecture in the Stanley 
Hall course on pschology by Professor 
Woodbridge was given last night. The 
subject was “The Self.” Since the 
“proper study of mankind is man,” there 
can be no more interesting and profita­
ble line of research and study than that, 
of the psychologist in his attempts to 
arrive at an understanding of the hu­
man mind. What is the human mind? 
What is a self? How does one “I” rec­
ognize another? Oliver Wendell 
Holmes says that when John and 
Thomas are talking together, it is na­
tural enough that among the six there 
should be more or less confusion and 
misapprehension. For there are three 
Johns—the real John, known only to 
his maker: John’s ideal John, never the 
real one, and often very unlike him; 
and Thomas’s ideal John, never the real 
John, nor John’s John, but often very 
unlike either. And there are three 
Thomases—the real Thomas, Thomas’. 
Thomas, and John’s Thomas.

Thus there may be as many John's
and Thomases as there are people who
know them or know of them.

. ^There are three remaining lectures of 
this course. There may be no other op­
portunities given to hear Professor 
Woodbridge since he leaves Minneapo­
lis and goes to Columbia University 
next fall to take the chair of philosophy 
there.
